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D3 – MALANG – BROMO

(B| L|D)

MALANG • TUMPAK SEWU WATERFALL • MT. BROMO 

Soon after breakfast, check out of your hotel. At 07:00am, we left in the direction of the Tumpak Sewu

waterfall. The travel time is about 2 hours. Also known as Coban Sewu, it is a tiered waterfall that is 

overshadowed by Semeru, an active volcano and the highest mountain in Java. We will explore the waterfall 

from the observation deck, then you will have free time to enjoy the waterfall and take a photo. 

(Note: due to extreme way down, it is not advisable for senior citizens to trek down to waterfall base. 

However, if you wish to do so, you may consult with the local guide who will guide you to go down.)

Approx. by 11:30hrs, continue journey to Cemoro Lawang at Bromo-Tengger-Semeru National Park zone for 

your accommodation. Some stops for Toilet break and Lunch made on the way. It takes approx. 3hours drive 

to Cemoro Lawang, and you will be directly dropping at your accommodation for check-in. Relax and Unwind 

on your rest afternoon. At night, try your luck to catch the Milkiway Star Gazer just out of the hotel’s area 

(Only if staying at Lava View Lodge)

ADVISE: Due to the short one-night stay, we advise you to leave all your luggage on the coaster and just bring 

along a pair of change and all of your important belongings for a hassle-free purpose.

PENANJAKAN - BROMO CRATER – SAVANNA – TELETUBBIES HILL - SURABAYA

Early morning depart hotel (03:00am) and jump onto your 4WD Jeep and drive to Mt. Penanjakan, the perfect 

point to see landscape of Tengger Semeru National Park. Sunrise there is one of the most stunning views. 

After enjoying the sunrise moment, back to your jeep and continue journey down to the Crater and drive 

through the “sea of sand” – a sandy plain with an incredible view of the volcanic terrain. At the crater rim, 

then climbing to the active volcano. Having overcome 240 steps, you will find yourselves at its top and will be 

able to see the crater of the volcano and the amazing Martian landscape around. Journey back to the hotel for 

breakfast with photo-stops made, if time permit, at Teletubbies hill and the savanna. At 08:30am, get back at 

the hotel for breakfast. At 11.00am, pack your belongings and leave for (at 10.00am) Surabaya for your last 

one-night accommodation. On the way a stop will be made at Prigen, a nicely set mountain resort at the foot 

of Mount Arjuna. Explore the Indonesia Safari Park and encounter wild animals from 5 continent and capture 

your camera from your vehicles that will ride you around the jungle. Early evening arriving in Surabaya directly 

settle your last one-night accommodation. Relax in the evening and enjoy Surabaya at your own pace.
