DAY 1 : Arrive Auckland
MAY-SEP operates: Tue, Wed, Fri, Sun only

accommodation.  Auckland is New Zealand's largest city, set
between two harbours with gentle sandy shores on the east coast
and black sand, wild surf beaches on the west coast. Home to
sheltered, sparkling blue waters dotted with beautiful emerald
islands, we recommend getting out on the water when you are
here.

DAY 2 : Auckland - Hobbiton - Rotorua

Today’s coach tour takes you through the rolling green hills to the
iconic Hobbiton Movie Set. See where the Lord of the Rings and
Hobbit movies were filmed as your tour guide shares behind-the-
scenes tales. You'll see sights like Hobbit Holes, the Mill, and The
Green Dragon Inn, and learn how farmland was transformed into a
living, breathing piece of Middle-earth. After exploring Hobbiton,
tuck into a delicious lunch in the Party Marquee before continuing
to Rotorua.

DAY 3 : Rotorua

Rotorua is surrounded by a fascinating geothermal landscape with
its unique steam vents, spouting geysers and bubbling mud pool set
alongside freshwater lakes and majestic native forests. Visit
Rotorua’s most popular geothermal parks on a small group tour. At
Wai-O-Tapu Thermal Wonderland, the amazingly colourful hot
springs and moon-like landscapes are key features along with the
famous Lady Knox geyser eruption. At Waimangu Volcanic Valley,
you'll learn about the Mt Tarawera eruption which blew open this
spectacular, bush covered, geothermal park.

This evening you’ll be transported to Te Puia for an Indigenous
Evening Experience including a buffet dinner and cultural
performance. The evening culminates with hot chocolate and

pudding on the geyser terrace. Overnight: Rotorua

DAY 4 : Rotorua - Christchurch (Flight Not Included)
Depart on your domestic flight to Christchurch. (Airfare is NOT
included).
